Chick-Fil-A opened a store in Waynesboro recently. This is good 
news. I, like many others, enjoy Chick-Fil-A's version of a chicken 
sandwich. Their stores are clean and well operated, employees 
are usually friendly and efficient. I'm glad we have them in our 
community. 
 
 As a business, Chick-Fil-A has done well. According to their 
website, they have over 1,500 locations and annual sales of 
more than $3.2 billion. By all accounts they are achieving their 
stated goal to be "America's best quick-service restaurant."* But 
it seems to me that Chick-Fil-A has gone about growing their 
business in an odd way. In a copycat world, they have 
determinedly stuck to their plan, not trying to be like every other 
"quick-service" restaurant on the scene. In a dog-eat-dog 
marketplace, they intentionally leave millions (billions?) of dollars 
on the table by limiting their menu and closing on Sundays. 
 
 They say that they want to enrich the lives of everyone they 
touch,* yet they deliberately act in such a way that they lose 
potential customers. They could reach far more people if they 
followed the example of McDonalds and Burger King by serving 
beef and fish along with their chicken. All those food consumers 
go somewhere else. Think of how many people they miss by 
closing on Sundays. I can imagine that the after-worship lunch 
crowd would be standing in line to eat at a family-owned 
restaurant which is led by committed Christians.** It's hard to 
imagine that a business as committed to charity as Chick-Fil-A 
would not explore every opportunity to increase their income and 
thereby increase their ability to help others. 
 
 But maybe there is something to their plan -- a method to their 
madness. It does seem to be working well. Maybe they have 
discovered that copying others doesn't always work, and that 
they do better when they focus on their strengths. Maybe they 
have recognized that by being clear about who they are and what 
they believe in, people will respond. 

In Christian life, we are often tempted to compare ourselves with 
others and try to copy what everyone else is doing. We ignore 
God's call in our lives and the gifts God has given us (as 
individuals and as churches) and try to be like someone else. 
When the New Testament describes the church as the body of 
Christ, it says that every member of the body is unique and 
important. If everybody was the same, the body would be 
incomplete. "If the whole body were an eye, where would the 
hearing be?" (1 Corinthians 12:17) 
 
 One of the central tasks of Christian life (individually and 
collectively) is to discern God's call and use God's gifts. This is 
not the same as shopping around to find the call and gifts we like 
best. Christian life is a disciplined, life-long process of paying 
attention to God, receiving and accepting whatever God offers ï 
and trusting that God knows best. There are many good things 
we could be doing. But doing Godôs will is even better.

Missions     5,000  (5,000)  
In July, Church Council approved a motion by the Finance Committee to make 
additional payments totaling $11,867 on some of the apportionments listed 
above.  We paid an additional $3,214 for the District Funds and $8,653 for 
World Service Benevolence (which is included in Other Apportionments).  This 
brings us current through July for these items.    
 

With the generous giving of you, our congregation, we have reduced our 
budget shortfall this year by $17,858 ($5,991 paid in May and 11,867 paid in 
July).  The numbers in parentheses above represent the balance still owing 
($35,454) on the non -budgeted portion of each item.   We will continue to pray 
for God's blessing on Main Street and are ever so thankful for your generosity.

é after the relationship has ended but the wounds are still 
bleeding and painful.  
é after the doctors have said, ñThereôs nothing more we can do.ò  
é after the door has slammed shutðfor the very last time.  
é after the phone call youôd always hoped youôd never get.   
é after you realize the hands on the gold watch you received at 
your retirement party move more slowly than you ever imagined.   
é after the nursing home director shakes your hand and says, 
ñWelcome to your new home.ò  
é after the gavel goes down, the handcuffs go on, and your 
loved one is led away.  
é after the baby has arrived, putting more demands on you than 
you ever dreamed possible.  
é after you find the pink slip inserted with what is now your final 
paycheck.

As Years Go By!

This month you will understand better 
the symbolism in the basic window 
design of our side windows.  In the 
following months, I will be focusing on 
the central theme of each window.  Every time I look at 
these windows, I see many other symbols of our great faith.  
I urge all to study our beautiful windows. 
 

The Basic Window Design  
 

The Inverted Latin Cross :  This brings to mind the Apostle 
Peter who, at his own request, was crucified head 
downward because he did not think himself worthy to be 
crucified as was his Master.  According to tradition, Peter 
was put to death in or near Rome. 
Pillar or Column :  This design, is somewhere in all the 
windows except the altar window, and extending from the 
top to the bottom, as a representation of the ñPillars of the 
Faithò, the great theological truths of Christianity.  Also, it is 
a symbol of the entrance to the Temple in Jerusalem. 
Circle :  Since the circle is without beginning or end, it is a 
very appropriate symbol for expressing the eternalness of 
GOD. 
Modified Cross/ Fleur de Lis :  Many Greek crosses, in 
which the arms are of equal length, represent these arms 
as terminating in various three-fold designs which suggest 
the Trinity.  This cross may be thought of as a modified 
Cross Fleur-de-Lis.  In French this means flower/lily/iris.   
Ivy : The ivy may be thought of as a symbol of growth, the 
greenness being a symbol of freshness and vitality in 
Christ.  
Wavy Lines : Water-baptism-Jordan River 
 
Look even closer and you will see more symbols.  Every 
color used has a meaning.  What do you think they 
represent?

Custodial Services at Main Street  

  The SPRC, acting on the recommendation 
of the Trustees and with approval of the 
Church Council, has extended Orville 
Bameôs duties at the church.  Effective July 
15th, Orville will be taking over the custodial 
services for Main Street United Methodist 
Church. 
 Several months ago, Orville made a pro-
posal to the Trustees with the idea of saving 
the church money by doing the janitorial 
work.  If we could do this, he would give up 

his job at Hardees and it would also free up time to enable him to 
expand his ministry of music.  It became complicated to hire him 
as a contractor so the SPRC was asked to come up with a job 
description and set his salary for his additional duties.  The 
SPRC also checked his experience in this field and we found him 
to be quite qualified. 

 Some members of the Trustees and SPRC had concerns 
about our organist doing this type of work. With Orvilleôs love for 
GOD and this Church, he assured us that it was not beneath him 
and strongly feels that he is doing the Lordôs work.  We are truly 
excited and know that with Orvilleôs work ethic and attention to 
detail that we will immediately notice a difference in the cleanli-
ness of our Church. 

 With all this said, we have offered him the job at a fair 
salary and have a six-month probationary period.  At the end of 
that time, the Church or Orville can say that this arrangement is 
not working out and everyone walks away still friends. 

 As you can see, a lot of prayer and discussion went into 
this decision and at all times we looked to our Savior Jesus 
Christ for guidance.
