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In Matthew 25:31-46 we read Jesus‟ parable about the final 
judgment. He says that the Son of Man will separate the 
righteous from the unrighteous like a shepherd separates sheep 
from goats: the righteous (sheep) are the ones who give food 
and drink to the hungry and thirsty, clothe the naked, visit the 
sick and imprisoned, and welcome strangers. The unrighteous 
(goats) are, very simply, those who do not. 
 
Jesus is pretty clear that if we want to be in right relationship with 
God, we should welcome strangers and care for hurting people. 
It is what we‟re supposed to do. That‟s one of the reasons that 
Main Street Church is participating in an exciting new ministry in 
December 2011.  
 
Earlier this year, a group of Waynesboro pastors and community 
leaders began to discuss our community‟s need for a homeless 
shelter, especially during the winter months. The result is that a 
Homeless Ministry Board was established and after much prayer, 
research, and conversation, the Waynesboro Area Refuge 
Ministry (WARM) was established and will open for a 12-week 
season on December 12, 2011. 
 
The WARM Shelter will follow a model used in many 
communities, including Harrisonburg and Charlottesville. In this 
model, community churches take turns hosting the shelter for a 
week at a time. I‟m very proud that Main Street Church is one of 
the Waynesboro churches that have stepped forward to be a 
host church. (The other churches are Basic UMC, Revolution 
Church, and The Salvation Army.)  Our first week to host the 
shelter will be December 26 – January 2. (Our second week will 
be determined later.)  
 
Hosting the shelter means that we provide space for 15 cots and 
personal items, a hot meal for supper, and a continental 
breakfast every day. It also means that we provide volunteers to 
be at the church during shelter hours (6:30pm – 7:00am.) 

This is a big undertaking and will require the support of the entire 
church. In the next few weeks, you will be hearing more about 
the WARM Shelter. We will be asking for your help and I hope 
you will step out of your comfort zone and say “yes.”  Tom and 
Millie Steele are Main Street‟s WARM Shelter coordinators. Bill 
Garvey is serving on the Homeless Ministry Board, and I have 
participated in some of the planning meetings. I can assure you 
that this program is well organized. The shelter will be structured 
and supervised, and Main Street Church would not be 
participating if we didn‟t think this was the right thing to do. 
 
In addition to volunteers, the WARM shelter also needs financial 
support. As one of Waynesboro‟s leading churches, Main Street 
is not only one of the host congregations, we are also going to 
provide financial support. To that end, our Christmas Eve offering 
will support the WARM Shelter. You‟ll be hearing more about this 
offering in the coming weeks, but our challenge is simple: buy 
one less Christmas gift this year, and give the money to help 
someone who needs our help.  
 
Jesus says that when we welcome strangers, when we give, and 
when we bless others, we are blessed. I think that when we open 
our doors to the WARM Shelter on December 26, we will be 
doing what God put us here to do: Love God, Grow in Faith, 
Serve Christ. 
 
“And the King will answer them, „Truly I tell you, just as you did it 
to one of the least of these who are members of my family, you 
did it to me.‟” (Matthew 25:40)

Moses was played by Kenneth Wilcox, the 
father of Beverley Davis. Dec 25th at 5 PM the Junior Choir 
presented their cantata. 
  
1959-Minister: Rev. George Boyd- The Christmas Story in 
Gospel and Song under the direction of Mrs David 
Blanchard was performed by the Chancel Choir.  An 
account in a later "Spire" accounted that the sanctuary was 
overflowing and folded seats had to be placed in the aisles.  
Here are just a few who participated: Carol Choir- Kathy 
Bleasdale, Ray Dollins, Kit Nichols. Junior Choir- Judy 
Bays, Sharon Smith, Suzy Worsley.  Youth Choir- Judy
