By definition, a follower of Jesus is a learner. A disciple is 
someone who is apprenticed to a master in order to learn a 
trade, or master a profession: disciples of Jesus enter into a 
relationship with him to learn about God, about the world, and 
about living a God-centered life. This process of learning is a life-
long endeavor. It doesnôt stop with graduation or with retirement, 
because Jesus always has something more to teach and we 
always have something more to learn. 
 
 Matthewôs Gospel emphasizes Jesusô teaching ministry, telling 
us how, soon after he called his first disciples, he went up a 
mountain and taught them about the Kingdom of Heaven and 
about living a Kingdom life. At the heart of his ñsermon on the 
mountò he teaches about three central disciplines of Kingdom 
life: prayer, fasting, and alms-giving (giving to the poor). (See 
Matthew 6.) He describes the difference between the kind of 
prayer, fasting and giving that God desires and the kind prayer, 
fasting, and giving practiced by hypocrites. In Matthew 6 and 
elsewhere, Jesus teaches us that being his disciple is not only 
about what we believe, but that it is also about what we do. As 
Jesusô disciples we learn to pray, to fast, and to give the Jesus 
way, and through prayer, fasting, and giving we learn about God, 
about the world, and about living a God-centered life.  
 
 So wherever we are on our Christian journey of discipleship, we 
still have much to learn; and even though Jesus instructs to 
practice our faith for the benefit of our relationship with Godðand 
not for showðwe can still practice our faith together. Together, 
we can learn to pray. Together, we can learn about self-
examination and personal reflection (which is one of the primary 
purposes of fasting.) Together, we can learn to give.  So Iôm 
inviting you, and even challenging you, to join me and make 
2010 a year for learning.  Let us covenant to learn and grow and 
practice our faith together. Letôs start now!

 The Christian season of Lent, which begins on Ash Wednesday 
February 17, is a season made for learning. Lentðthe 40 days, 
not counting the Sundays which lead up to Easterðis time set 
aside by the Church for prayer, for fasting and personal self-
examination, for confessing sin and receiving forgiveness, and 
for giving to the poor, in preparation for Easter. When we dis-
cover (again) how desperately we need Godôs grace, through the 
season of Lent, the Good News of Easter sets us free to learn to 
love God, to grow in faith, and serve Christ. 
 
 I hope you will join me in making 2010 a year of learning as we 
practice our faith together. Jesus, our teacher, is waiting to show 
us a new way of living. 
 
 ñTake my yoke upon you, and learn from me; for I am gentle and 
humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls.ò

From the Desk of Pastor Janet  

 
 You may be aware that Pastor Neil, Pastor Bill, Sondra 

Evans and I take turns leading a chapel service for our preschool.  
When it was my turn in January, I did an object lesson of turning 
water into wine.  It was like magic, but it really was not magic. 

 I started with two pitchers and a spoon.  One of the pitchers 
was clear, and it had water in it.  The other pitcher was opaque so 
you could not see into it.  Before the children arrived, I poured a 
package of grape Kool-aid in the bottom of the pitcher.  When I 
poured the water from the clear pitcher into the opaque pitcher and 
stirred it with my ñmagicò spoon, it became ñwineò.  Well, not really, 
but it looked pretty impressive. 

 The point of the story is that Jesus did not do magic, but 
performed miracles.  He performed the miracles so that we would 
believe the he is Godôs Son ï just as the disciples believed when 
they saw the water turned into wine. 

 An interesting thing happened after my turning the water into 
wine.  A little boy said, ñNow can you turn it back into water?ò  Of 
course, I could not do that, but I think we often do that in our own 
lives. 

 God gives us so much, and we do have blessings, but we 
turn the wine of Godôs blessings into the water of our own negativity.  
We fail to see all that God does for us today.  We are all tempted to 
see the ordinary, but miss the miracle.  Weôre tempted to see the dirt 
path at out feet, and miss the sunrise.  We are tempted to turn the 
wine (the special gifts that God gives us) back into water (that which 
is ordinary). 

 There are many negatives that we can think about today.  
The economy is not really rising, as we had hoped it would.  There 
are more layoffs every day, it appears.  Medical tests may come 
back showing something we had prayed would not be there.  But 
God is still God, and God still wants us to look for His workings in 
our life.  And God still promises that when we walk through the 
waters and the fires (the difficult times), he will be with us and we 
will not be overwhelmed.  This promise is found in Isaiah 43. 

 As we continue on in 2010, I invite you to ask yourself, ñAm I 
seeing the wine that Jesus has given me?ò  Jesus came to make 
something holy of your life.  Jesus came to change water into wine 
in you.  I encourage you to let him make something holy of your life. 

 And remember, Iôm here to help you see that.  Give me a call 
if you need to talk.
