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The course of our lives is shaped by the decisions we make. We
are making decisions every moment of every day. The scope of
decision-making ranges from what to eat for breakfast to when to
get married. Success or failure in any endeavor is built upon a
thousand seemingly insignificant decisions that add up to great
achievement.

It seems to me that faithful Christian lives are built upon a
hierarchy of decision-making. There is the big decision we make
when we decide to become a follower of Jesus. We become
aware of God’s saving grace and we acknowledge our need for
salvation, trusting God to provide grace that we can never earn.
This is a big decision. It is essential. But it is not the only decision
we make, because even though we have decided to follow
Jesus, we still have to decide, on a regular basis, what that
means for us. We decide to join a Christian community. That's a
big decision. Then we decide every week whether to attend
worship services. That’'s a smaller decision, but still quite
important. The opportunity to decide comes around every week.

But that’s not all. We then decide if we are going to grow in our
faith in a small group or serve Christ in a mission project. We
also decide if we are going to offer our gifts and abilities to serve
God in the church. We also decide whether to give money—and
how much.

Then there are decisions we make every day. The number is
infinite. We decide when and how often to pray. We decide if and
when we read our Bibles. We decide how to respond when
something upsets us. We decide—moment by moment—whether
we are going to live according to God’s intention for our lives. Or
not.

| don’t want to diminish the importance of the big decisions. They
are essential. But | think our lives as faithful followers of Jesus
are ultimately fulfilled by the little decisions. Like how we react

when someone cuts us off in traffic. Or what we do when
the cashier gives us too much change. Or when our kids
get in trouble.

Every day, we have an opportunity. Every day, we can
decide to give ourselves to God, to let God guide us and
use us. A few weeks ago, | shared in a sermon a sample
of a prayer we can pray every day. I’'m going to share it
with you here, because | believe that if each one of us
decides to begin every day with this prayer, our lives will
never be the same. It's a decision we won’t regret.

Lord: Today I give my life to you. Use me and help me to
honor you; help me to live for you; help me to do your
work. Today, | give myself to you. Amen.
