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In the past year, I’ve been giving these three questions a lot of prayerful 
thought. In February 2011, I shared my answers to these three questions with 

church leaders and challenged them to answer them for themselves. After the 
hearing the leaders of COR talk about their clarity of purpose, I decided to break 
out the questions, think and pray about them again, and share my answers with 
you.  
On Sunday November 13, I’m going to preach a sermon based on the Three 
Questions. My prayer is that we will remember why we do what we do and that 
we will rediscover the power of purpose. Specifically, that God has a purpose for 
Main Street Church. Not only do people desperately need Jesus Christ, they also 
need a relationship with the Body of Christ (the Church). I believe that there are 
many people in Waynesboro who need what God is doing through Main Street 
Church. Do you believe that? 
 
Why don’t you spend a few minutes thinking about these questions for yourself, 
and then join us on November 13. Who knows where God might lead us if we an-
swer these questions together.

In September, I attended the Leadership Institute at The United 
Methodist Church of the Resurrection (COR) in Leawood, KS. It 
is hard to describe COR in just a few words. The church was 
founded 21 years ago and is now the largest United Methodist 
Church in the United States. To say it is quite a place is an 
understatement. I learned a lot from my week in Kansas and I 
hope it will positively impact my ministry for years to come. 
 
One of the striking aspects of COR is how clearly they 
understand their purpose. Their purpose statement, their vision 
statement, and their journey statement can be found in 21² letters 
on the walls of their narthex. (You can learn more about COR 
through their website: www.cor.org. Check out their “Beliefs and 
Values” page.) Everything they do is guided by their clarity of 
purpose, vision, values, and journey. 
 
But there is more than that, according to Adam Hamilton, the 
senior (founding) pastor. Behind their statements of purpose 
and vision are answers to three vitally important questions: 
 

Why do people need Jesus Christ? 
Why do people need the Church? 
Why do people need this church? 

 
On the surface, these seem like simple questions, easy to 
answer. But just because the answers seem obvious, doesn’t 
mean we shouldn’t think and pray about our answers. How we 
answer these questions has a lot to do with how we approach 
our ministry as a church and as individual servants of Jesus 
Christ.  
 
God has a purpose for Main Street Church. Not only do people 
desperately need Jesus Christ, they also need a relationship with 
the Body of Christ (the Church). I believe that there are many 
people in Waynesboro who need what God is doing through 
Main Street Church. Do you believe that?

As Years Go By!

     Main Street is blessed in having a 
wonderful Chancel Choir, Bell Choirs, Praise 
Band, and Youth and Children’s Music 
Programs.  I thought I would go back in time 
to tell you our music history.  I know that the 
very early 1824 church did not have a piano or organ.  All the 
music was sung a cappella.  The minister or circuit minister most 
likely led the singing.  I am sure hymns by the Wesleys were 
sung by heart, because they did not have hymnals.  When the 
1874 church was built, it included a fine pipe organ.  If you want 
to see what it looked like, go down the stairwell from the narthex.  
You will see a photograph of this organ.  This is the description 
that was in the Staunton newspaper (The Vindicator) when the 
church was dedicated in 1878:  “The aisles were covered with 
fine Napier matting and by the left side of the pulpit stands an 
elegant pipe-top (imitation) New England Organ, purchased 
through Hunter & Co. of Staunton—cost $215.00.” 
     I was talking to Doris Scott and Joyce Taylor who both were 
members of the choir in the 19—? (better not give a date or I will 
be in hot water with them both). They remembered when Mrs. 
Dorthea Franklin and Mrs. Boyd Switzer were the organists in the 
old church building.  Afterwards, Edith Dollins was for so many, 
many years our “grand-dame” of organists.  When our present 
church was built in 1957, Edith continued as our organist.  These 
followed:  Janet Dollins, John Fast, Sue Christian, Shirley Zielske 
(sub), Courtney Hay, and our present master of the keyboards, 
Orville Bame.  Other choir directors were Nancy Donahue, who 
also was our Director of Education, Bill Kidd, Mrs. David 
Blanchard, Roger Zimmerman, Raymond Pool, Jean Dillon, 
David Tate, and at present Don Coffey.  Children choir directors:  
Annette Schaff, Betty Tindall, Martha Custard, Leola Burks, and 
Tracy Straight.  Handbell directors:  Edith Dollins (founder) and 
Donald Dollins.  If you are interested in more information, I 
recommend the History of Main Street by Dr. Joseph Glick.  
Practically every child and youth who were members at the time 
sang in one of these choirs.  Ask Amelia Ammons, Anne 
Ramsey, Judy Harlow, and Charlene Plunkett, who were active 
in our MYF and youth programs, what they remember about 
those 50’s and 60’s years.
