My life’s had a back-to-basics theme recently. I’m not sure how I got 
started, but I’ve been thinking about what’s important in life. Like many 
of us, I get scattered and my attention gets pulled in many different 
directions. I focus more on what’s urgent than on what’s important – 
even though I realize that important and urgent aren’t the same thing. 
 
For me, back-to-basics is about asking questions and taking time to 
consider the answers. Because the basics of life involve the living God, 
getting back-to-basics involves asking questions and listening for the 
answers. The answers to life’s most important questions come from 
God. Your questions may or may not be the same as mine, but I’m 
considering: 
 

 What does it mean to be a Christian, a follower of Jesus? 
What are the basics of Christian life, the highest and most important 

priorities? 
What does it mean to be a church and what is a pastor? 
What are the most important things I should be doing? 

 
To be honest, I’m still wrestling with the questions and listening for the 
answers, but you probably realize that the October sermon series on 5 
Commitments That Will Change Your Life  has been an attempt to 
focus on the basics of Christian life. Worshiping, Growing, Serving, 
Sharing, and Giving are basic Christian commitments. 
 
I’ve also (re)discovered that one of the basics of life is giving thanks. I’m 
trying to be more aware of the gifts I receive and say “thank you.”  I’m 
trying to say “thank you” to family and friends, co-workers and 
colleagues. But I’m also trying to say “thank you” to God. When I pull 
back into the garage after a trip, I say a silent “thank you” to God for 
safe travels. When I settle into a warm bed on a cold night, I say “thank 
you” that Anne and I have a nice house to call home. On Sunday 
mornings, I look out over the Main Street congregation and say a quick 
“thank you” for your faithfulness to God. 
 

We should give thanks all the time, but during November we are 
especially reminded to be thankful people. This year, we give thanks on 
November 25, but that’s not the only day for thanks-giving in November. 
On All Saints Sunday (November 7) we will say “thank you” to God for 
the lives of the saints – the men and women whose lives touched ours, 
but have died in the past 12 months. On Commitment Sunday 
(November 14) we will say “thank you” for God’s commitment to us and 
renew our commitment to God. 
The truth is: whenever I am aware of God’s blessing in my life, I should 
be thankful. But saying “thank you” to God is just the beginning. God’s 
blessing calls me back to the basics, and when I get back to the basics, 
I know that when God asks me to worship, grow, serve, share, and 
give, my response is clear. I simply say, “yes.”

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Could you use a Stephen Minister?  
Or 

Do you know someone who could use a 
Stephen Minister?  

  Stephen Ministry is a confidential caring 
ministry belonging to the congregation of Main Street. Not everyone 
may have the gifts and calling to be a Stephen Minister but we all can 
recognize someone who needs care and help them find it. 
  There are five basic kinds of care Stephen Ministers are trained 
and equipped to provide. 

 1. Crisis care  is for people whose lives have been 
disrupted by events they were not sufficiently prepared for- 
  Death 
  Divorce 
  Hospitalization 
  Job loss or financial problems 
  Victims of crimes 
 2. Follow-up care is for people after the crisis, while the 
care receiver is still working through the pain and hurt of the 
event. 
 3. Chronic care is for people suffering from ongoing and 
frequently unending suffering in their daily lives. For 
example those who are- 
  Disabled 
  Homebound or in nursing homes 
  Have degenerative diseases 
  Suffering chronic pain 
 4. Preventive care  is before a predictable crisis, to help 
strengthen the person before the crisis hits. For example 
those who are- 
  Approaching retirement 
  Getting married 
  Expecting their first child 
  Facing the last child leaving home 
5. Supportive care  is caring for a caregiver.  For those who 
are- 
 Caring for a dying family member 
 Putting a parent in a nursing home 
 Helping an adult child deal with the pain of a   
       divorce

The Baptism Window is the third window in 
the study of our sanctuary stained glass 
windows.  Scripture references: Matthew 
3:13-17, Luke 3:21-22,  
Mark 1:9-11. 
Scallop Shell: The central theme: one of the 
earliest symbols of the Baptism of Jesus is a scallop shell with 
drops of water falling from it. Very old paintings show John 
pouring water on the head of Jesus from a shell of this type.    
One of our past ministers used a scallop shell for christening 
and then it was given to the parents to commemorate the 
blessed event.  
Water: Water is the symbol of cleansing and purifying.  In this 
sense, it is used in the Sacrament of Baptism, symbolizing the 
washing away of sins and the rising to newness of life. 
Rays of Light: Light is symbolic of Christ. See John 8:12,”Again 
Jesus spoke to them, saying I am the light of the world, he who 
follows me will not walk in darkness but will have the light of 
life”. 
Color: The colors in the stained glass window are interesting 
and instructive, and may be thought of as symbolic of the life to 
which Jesus dedicated himself at his baptism.  
 Red: The color of blood, which is associated with 
 emotions, and symbolic of both love and hate.  Red 
 is the church’s color for martyred saints because  Jesus 
and many Christians die for their faith.  Red is  used during 
Pentecost to commemorate the coming  of the Holy Spirit. 
 Blue: The color of the sky, symbolizes Heaven and 
           heavenly love.  It is the color of truth. 
 Yellow:  The emblem of divinity. This is symbolized 
 by the rays of light. 
 Black: The symbol of grief and death.  This is the 
 only window in our church in which this color is used. 
In keeping with this window, I will discuss The Baptismal Font 
after all the windows are presented.  We will also be discussing 
the many symbols found in other church furnishings.  Have you 
ever seen our church from the air?  What do you think you will 
see?
